Uniform Rules

Hair:

e Hair should be clean, neat and tidy. Fringes obscuring
eyes must be completely tied back.

e All hair touching shoulders must be completely tied back.

e During Terms 1 & 4 hair should not be tied back too high
or on top of the head as hats must be worn outdoors and
should fit properly.

e Hair ties and accessories are to be in College colours
(navy blue, grey or white) or a colour which blends in
with the natural colour range of hair. The wearing of
hair adornments is not permitted. Items may be
confiscated.

e Inappropriate and extreme styles, hair tattoos (shaved
designs), dreadlocks or unkempt hair is not permitted.

e Coloured or streaked hair must be of a natural shade,
similar to the student’s natural hair colour.

e Undercuts must not be shorter than a number 2 and bald
fades or bald shaves are not permitted.

Make Up:

e Students must have a natural look. If make up is worn, it
should be undetectable.

e  Obvious make up and false lashes (including eyelash
extensions) are not permitted and must be removed.

Facial Hair:

e Students are to be clean shaven.

Nails:

° Acrylic and false nails are discouraged due to the
practical nature of some subjects.

° Nails should be filed short.

° Students may ONLY wear clear, natural, or nude colour
nail polish. Unnatural coloured nail polish must be
removed.

Jewellery:

° Jewellery is limited to:

o a medic alert bracelet/necklace.
o) a wristwatch (no calls to be made/received

from smart watches).

o a maximum of only one plain gold/silver
sleeper or small stud in each ear lobe. No
earrings with jewels.

° No other form of exposed body piercing (covered or
uncovered) is acceptable.

Tattoos:

In South Australia it is against the law for a person under the
age of 18 to get a tattoo. Tattoos are prohibited at Blakes
Crossing Christian College. Students who are 18 years of age are
not permitted to get a tattoo whilst attending Blakes Crossing
Christian College. The Principal will be advised immediately.
Students must realise their enrolment at the College may be
withdrawn for a breach on this matter.
